"Cirkeljagers" a new Dutch childrensbook about cropcircles 
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Since late September you can find the book "Cirkeljagers" ( translation "Circlechasers") in the Dutch bookshops.
The book is intended for children up the age from 9 years old and it handels the subject of cropcircles.
